Abstract

Digitization in the modern era of finance has contributed to the creation of the so-called cryptocurrency
- a form of digital property used as a means of trading. It is a virtual currency, an unregulated financial
territory, and it utilizes the method of cryptography to ensure the security of transactions, control the creation of
additional monetary units, and confirm the transfer of currency.

Essentially, cryptocurrencies are digital money traded through the use of pseudonyms. In terms of
complexity and anonymity, cryptocurrency transactions are a potential financial threat similar to the risk of
money laundering and terrorist financing.

Introduction

Financial innovation is the creation of new financial instruments, products, services, institutions, or
markets. The innovations and use of digital technologies improve economic opportunity and promote financial
inclusion. The potential for transformation in the financial sector is enormous due to the acceptance and
integration of new technology. The financial innovations observed in the financial system can be classified
according to various criteria, indicating their heterogeneity. Artificial intelligence, social networks, machine
learning, mobile applications, distributed ledger technology, cloud computing and big data analytics have given
rise to new services and business models by established financial institutions and new market entrants.

Finance has been significantly transformed into digital finance by various novel and open technological
and business innovations rooted in blockchain technology, such as decentralized finance and cryptocurrency.

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Analysis and discussion

Cryptocurrency is a digital payment system that doesn't rely on banks to verify transactions. It’s a
peer-to-peer system that can enable anyone anywhere to send and receive payments. It enables secure online
payments without the use of third-party intermediaries. Cryptocurrencies can be mined, purchased from
cryptocurrency, or rewarded for work done on a block chain. Instead of being physical money carried around
and exchanged in the real world, cryptocurrency payments exist purely as digital entries to an online database
describing specific transactions.

Cryptocurrencies are powered by a technology called the blockchain. As its name indicates, a block
chain is essentially a set of connected blocks of information on an online ledger. Each block contains a set of
transactions that have been independently verified by each validator on a network. Digital assets are stored
and recorded on the blockchain ledger where they were issued (in most cases). Your ledger entry has a public
and private key associated with it, which you can think of like a computer-generated email address and
password. Wallets help store your keys securely so that only you can access your digital assets, and they give
you a convenient place to view your assets and ledger positions. This is an important distinction: the digital
asset is stored on the blockchain ledger, and the keys that give you access to it are stored in a wallet.

At its most basic meaning, a blockchain is a list of transactions that anyone can view and verify. In
addition, blockchain technology can be utilized to create decentralized financial applications, such as
decentralized finance (DeFi) platforms. DeFi is related to global, peer-to-peer financial services on public
blockchains: Avalanche, Dai, Wrapped Bitcoin, Chainlink, and Uniswap are among the most popular DeFi
tokens. They are trading at $14.72 (down 0.03%), $0.99 (down 0.05%), $27,932.64 (up 2.77%), $6.58 (up

access financial services without intermediaries, giving them more control over their financial assets. The list
of transactions contained in the blockchain is fundamental for most cryptocurrencies because it enables secure
payments to be made between people who don’t know each other without having to go through a third-party
verifier like a bank.

When you transfer cryptocurrency funds, the transactions are recorded in a public ledger.
Cryptocurrency is stored in digital wallets. Not all e-commerce sites allow purchases using crypto currencies.
In fact, cryptocurrencies are hardly used for retail transactions. However, cryptocurrency values have made
them popular as trading and investing instruments. To a limited extent, they are also used for cross-border
transfers. Cryptocurrency, with its decentralized and digital nature, may provide a solution to this issue by
advancing financial inclusion.

Cryptocurrencies can be stored and transferred digitally and do not require physical banking
infrastructure. This enables individuals living in remote or underserved areas to access and use cryptocurrency
without the need for a traditional bank branch, providing an alternative solution for those who may not have

access to traditional banking or prefer to maintain their privacy.

Crypto assets are any digital store of value or medium of exchange (currency) that’s stored on the
blockchain and can be used for: investments, payments & creating a coin to fund a project. Every new block
generated must be verified by each node before being confirmed, making it almost impossible to forge
transaction histories. The contents of the online ledger must be agreed upon by a network of individual nodes,

or computers that maintain the ledger. The mainstream narrative on cryptocurrencies has typically addressed

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the speculative and risky nature of this new investable asset class, its uses in cybercrime and the dark web, the
negative ESG impacts of mining, and in some cases the victimization of uninformed consumers.

The use of cryptocurrency has increased significantly in recent years, and continued record growth is
expected. Chainalysis, Inc., a New York-based research firm focusing on blockchain data and cryptocurrency,
reported that total cryptocurrency transaction volume grew to USD 15.8 trillion in 2021, an increase of 567
percent from 2020. In lockstep with the growth in cryptocurrency usage, there has been an increase in the
volume of illicit activity involving cryptocurrency. Many investors choose this type of trading because they
are attracted by the high volatility of cryptocurrencies, allowing them to potentially get much higher returns
than traditional investments, especially if they use leverage. Cryptocurrency prices may fluctuate by more than
10% in a single day, or even more. In 2021, USD 14 billion worth of cryptocurrency was obtained by
cybercriminals through a variety of cybercrimes.’

Crypto is the most popular investment tool among Americans aged 18-34, beating out individual
company stocks, mutual funds, bonds and more. Further, one in five Americans ages 18-34 want the ability to
own crypto in their retirement accounts (20%). Stable coins are type of cryptocurrency designed for price
stability. Stable coin prices are linked to fiat currencies, commodities or other crypto assets, and it can be used
for: payments, foreign exchange and cross-border payments and transfers.

By design, the bitcoin network consumes a large amount of power in order to incentivize the
distribution, decentralization, and continued participation needed to secure the network and make it
economically difficult to take over more than half of the network’s nodes. According to a review in 2021, the
bitcoin network consumes an estimated ~113.89 TWh/yr in total.*

Because of this volatility, cryptocurrency trading is often considered to be riskier than stock trading,
so as the old saying goes: Only trade what you can afford to lose. Trading with leverage should especially be
approached with caution. There are two types of risks associated with cryptocurrency trading, i.e., systematic
risks and unsystematic risks. The systematic risk is present in all cryptocurrencies because it is inherent in the
crypto markets. Unsystematic risk, which is particular to a single crypto asset, could involve a change in the
company's fundamentals.

Although security has significantly improved generally in the industry over the years (with
increasingly sophisticated security measures being implemented), there have nevertheless been instances of
exchanges being hacked in the history of crypto. A notable example is the infamous Mt. Gox hack of 2014,
which at the time was the world’s biggest Bitcoin exchange. Hackers stole around $460 million worth of
Bitcoin.

According to the Financial Action Task Force (FATF), Bitcoin is a digital representation of value that
does not have legal tender status in any jurisdiction. As opposed to centralized fiat currencies, cryptos are not
regulated by any government and can be owned by any individual without the control of central banks and

financial institutions.” Unlike financial instruments, cryptocurrencies are not regulated products and do not

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benefit from the standard legal protection afforded traded financial instruments. This leads to convoluted legal
risks and inserts uncertainty, which can meaningfully influence both investability and risk management for
these digital assets.

There is a widespread belief that cryptocurrencies provide criminal organizations with a new means of
committing fraud, money laundering, and a host of other financial crimes. This may not directly impact most
cryptocurrency investors who do not intend to use this new technology to commit such crimes. However,
investors who find themselves in the unfortunate position of being a victim of financial crime do not likely
have the same legal options as traditional victims of fraud. Institutions today combat money-laundering risks
through customer due diligence and transaction monitoring. Those foundational activities form the foundation
of AML controls for digital currency as well. Institutions should construct a program to counter money-
laundering that includes enhanced due diligence and ongoing monitoring for higher-risk customers. Two
approaches can help institutions conduct enhanced due diligence and monitoring. One is to leverage
technology solutions to streamline processes. The second is regular training of staff about red flags and
changes in regulatory policies or industry standards. As a rapidly evolving industry, standards for
cryptocurrency businesses inevitably will change, and financial institutions will need to keep up to date, not
only regarding how crypto businesses are evolving but also regarding legislative and regulatory responses.

This is a highly dynamic area and new laws and regulations are a fact of life in this area.

Conclusion

Cryptocurrency trading appear to be one of the fastest growing markets in the world. Surveys
conducted by major exchanges suggest that hundreds of thousands of people are signing up to exchange
platforms each month.

A cryptocurrency is a form of digital asset based on a network that is distributed across a large number
of computers. This decentralized structure allows them to exist outside the control of governments and central
authorities. The advantages of cryptocurrencies include cheaper and faster money transfers and decentralized
systems that do not collapse at a single point of failure. The disadvantages of cryptocurrencies include their
price volatility, high energy consumption for mining activities, and use in criminal activities.

Cryptocurrencies have long been heralded as the future of finance, but it wasn't until 2020 that
traditionally conservative and risk-averse institutions became proactive investors in this complicated alternative

asset class.

The motive for writing this paper is to answer the question of how credit markets and the banking
sector, with their volume of available funds and access to them, played a key role in the development and
stabilization of national and international finance. But, also to answer the question of how much influence the
possibilities have had in the normalization of interest and credit processes after the great turbulence of the covid
crisis. Various motives are the cause of international tendencies, changes and effects of price movements of
interest rates in financial markets.

This paper connects the issues of relations between the movements of national finances of developing
countries and the policy of interest and credit processes in post-pandemic conditions with their financial
stabilization, on the one hand, through the monitoring and analysis of international interest rates and interest
policies of developed countries. But, the actual question is how to make a better recovery that will be more
sustainable and more resistant to future shocks.

Due to this purpose, in general, the work is divided into two parts, which include the theoretical
structural-methodological studies. The role, problems and conditions of global processes that characterize the
impacts of credit processes and the banking system in post-pandemic conditions are described, especially with
the current military expansion in Ukraine. But also to indicate how the banking sector reshaped the financial
markets and monetary systems and how it influenced the national finances on the way of financing and
crediting the markets until today.

The basic research question is the dynamics and tendencies of the interest rates on the financial markets
until today, but also what barriers and influences the banking sector was facing, in addition to the major market
turbulences caused by the pandemic and the military expansion in Ukraine.

The purpose of this paper is to show the structure of the determinants and forecasts of interest rates and
the banking sector and what kind of transition process they went through from underdeveloped countries in
comparison with developing countries and developed countries.

The following results from the research are: greater correct conceptualization of interest rate
differences that should reach a normal level, with which, in this way, the demand for credits can gain additional

intensity, especially in underdeveloped countries.
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Introduction

Capital is one of the crucial factors for economic development in national economies, but in conditions
of high rates of economic growth, the contribution of global factor productivity has become more and more
significant. This was emphasized even today, when capital has become the main factor that determines
economic development and modern monetary and financial systems, especially expressed in developing
countries.

The low level of savings and consequently the low supply of credits, the lack of competition in the
banking system with the unsatisfactory efficiency and profitability of banks, as well as the uncertainty in the
economic environment with the inherited lower quality of credit portfolios and institutional restrictions, are the
most common factors cited as reasons for high interest rates in the financial markets.

Therefore, this paper explores the need, role and importance of interest rate differentials moving in
different directions under the influence of a number of factors. On the one hand, although significant progress
has already been made in the area of determining risk assets as an item, the regulatory initiative aimed to
strengthen the capital base of banks. It was by taking over controls and responsibilities on the part of bank
balance sheets, especially in developing countries.

On the other hand, in a new normal scenario investors faced anemic returns in low-risk asset classes
with significantly subsidized credit, which was already gaining momentum.

The market volume of available credit and access to it, as well as turbulence with price movements,
also played a key role in funding.

This type of asymmetric interdependence is explored in this paper, along with other aspects of
international credit capital flows.

The subject of the paper is the presentation of the new determinants, tendencies and predictions of the
countries that quickly created a favorable market credit environment by stabilizing and normalizing interest
rates in the conditions of recession from the post-pandemic crisis and military expansion in Ukraine.

This paper, from several sides, warns of the danger of the fact that in this crisis and turbulent period,
national finances and international finances are in great search for a new balance. But, the control of the capital
and the movements of the credit process is often considered as the best solution that will mitigate or deviate
from the effects of other market failures. Therefore, the purpose of the paper is to identify the dynamics and
movement of indicators in interest rate differences and the process of new stages of the development of
financial support as their driver in the financial markets.

In addition, the paper aims to emphasize the reasons for the observed turbulences, but also to indicate
the possible future courses of action. Of essential importance was the need to adjust various elements in the
domestic policies of developing countries, in contrast to international movements and developments, which

influenced the overall situation in the normalization of the credit process and interest rates.
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This is the basic hypothesis of the paper, that the differences in interest rates between countries, the
global financial system and the financial markets today are facing new challenges and risks. The reason for that
is the complex situation in international economic and financial relations caused by the COVID-19 crisis and
the military expansion in Ukraine. In the globalized era, those relationships continue to claim to improve the
conditions of the international financial markets and as such deserve special analysis, monitoring and control.

As a problem, it can be singled out, and in the context of global challenges and situations,
understanding the determinants and priorities at the regional level, it is necessary to strive for faster global
rapprochement and higher incomes for greater well-being

An overview of the credit process and the banking sector on developing countries

After the pandemic crisis, there was an era of credit restriction that, as a result of the development of
the production forces of the international division of labor, international economic relations, international
markets and communications between economic entities, spread throughout the world, created a complex of
economic ties, which included them in direct or opposite dependence.

The analysis of capital inflows and credit processes as well as the geographical structure showed that in
recent years, significant changes have taken place in the financial architecture, especially for the role played by
international financial centers. So, for example, demand factors explain the reduction or stagnation of credit
growth, especially in the countries of Southeast Europe. The conditions with the low demand for credits
reflected the reduced change in the economic activity of businesses and companies, due to one crisis after
another. Also, households and companies that borrowed more during the pandemic crisis are now trying to
reduce indebtedness to a sustainable level.

With the turbulence of the interest rates, the demand for credits became reduced. Thus, interest rates in
developing countries fell in 2020/2022 with an indication that more pronounced demand-side factors influenced
lending growth.

As a reason for that, a larger number of factors and events that have marked the past few years can be
listed, especially if one takes into account the started invasion between Russia and Ukraine. The new crisis has
affected global market trends, energy prices and rising inflation.

In such circumstances, during 2022, a trend of reduced liquidity was observed among banks, especially
in Southeast Europe. Thus, for example, the tendency of credit growth in 2020 to 2023, in the Balkan region by
comparison, stagnated or moved in a downward direction. Thus, in the Republic of Albania, the Republic of
Kosovo, the Republic of North Macedonia and in the Republic of Serbia, Montenegro and other countries,
credit growth was slower than in the previous few years. Fees as well as developments in credit processes in
Southeast European countries began to rise, making financing more expensive.'

Thus, from the beginning of the 2021 crisis, the countries of Southeast Europe were exposed to the risk

of changes in the disruptive withdrawal of funds from European banks, which made financing more expensive.

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At the same time, funding from a global perspective has also become more expensive as financial
market conditions have worsened, particularly in 2020/2022. European banks were also under intense pressure
as their loan insurance fees began to rise in mid-2021. To further complicate matters, the banking sector did not
consider the risk of rapid withdrawal of funds to be significantly increased. That is why most foreign-owned
banks in Southeast Europe have faced difficulties.

However, these turbulent conditions did not reach the worst scenarios (thanks to the international
financial institutions that created the Vienna initiative to support the region in times of crises). But in the
meantime, risk still exists, including shocks caused by distrust coming from parent banks located in crisis-hit
Eurozone countries.

For the countries of the Balkan region such as the Republic of Albania, the Republic of Kosovo and the
Republic North of Macedonia, they have a long history in terms of loans and deposits after moving from the
middle level. Bosnia and Herzegovina and Serbia were also faced with credit problems, while Montenegro
managed to significantly balance this relationship since its inception.?

However, in 2022, financials, especially banks, remained speculative investments in case inflation
exceeded expectations. So, for example, for slightly more patient investors in the developing markets in
Europe, compared to Chinese stocks, they remained more attractive. The reason for this was the increased
geopolitical risk and Chinese discipline of technology companies.®

However, the evolution of credit supply and demand conditions in developing countries has also been
reflected in costs. This was due to the resulting factors related to domestic conditions in terms of credit supply
and demand that depend on the monetary policies of the countries. But, also with the assessment from the
economic projections by the banks and the high level of non-performing loans.

The latest research on the conditions for lending by banks in developing markets indicates that the
current credit processes and conditions continue to tighten with the increase in the level of non-performing
loans (NPL). The high level of non-performing loans reflected declining loan quality and the chronic
difficulties faced by banks in writing off non-performing loans due to weak insolvency regimes.

However, it can be noted that the countries in crisis have reached their highest value and it was a cause
for concern. After a short stabilization of the situation (reduction processes in certain countries), the level of
non-performing loans began to increase again, especially in the last few years. The Republic of Albania, Bosnia
and Herzegovina, RN Macedonia and other countries were the hardest hit.

On the other hand, throughout the region, certain measures should receive priority in the direction of:
first, in a tendency to reduce the levels of non-performing loans. Second, closer coordination between domestic
and host country regulators. In that direction, intensifying coordination with EU regulators is vital to prevent
any disruptions. Also increase local funding in local capital markets. This could prove particularly important
for countries that still have high loan-to-deposit ratios, as banks try to find more balanced and sustainable ways

of financing and specifying comprehensive frameworks for crisis management. And last, strengthening the laws

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that regulate central banks as well as financial and non-financial institutions and their supervision, such an
example was with RS Macedonia since the implementation of the new Law on Payment Services and Payment
Systems, which is due in 2023. With that, for the banks, there was a need to change the business model that has
been used so far in the payment services segment.”

Therefore, for the period from 2022 — 2023, the authorities of many countries have taken a series of
actions to mitigate these situations, and in order to solve the real estate turbulences through pre-determined
periodic capital increases.

However, these turbulences could intensify under major challenges, such as further escalation of the
Russian-Ukrainian war, shocks to price growth and rising inflation, or a resurgence of COVID-19 infections.
Therefore, it can be pointed out that the European authorities should introduce a stricter macroprudential policy
in the future. In this direction, with the introduction of sharper changes in monetary and fiscal incentives, global
growth would slow down, but on the other hand, regional inflation would gradually decrease. As such, several
developing European countries have introduced more targeted support measures that will remain in place in
2023/2024. Namely, the aim was to soften the impact of rising interest rates and higher prices on borrowers,

helping to reduce the peak of cyclical non-performing loans.

According to Table No. 1, the movements of the financial stability of the European Central Bank and
the macroprudential policies that have worsened in the Eurozone due to the inflation caused by the covid crisis,
especially since the beginning of the Russian-Ukrainian war, are evident. Therefore, banking sectors in Europe
are already exposed to various vulnerabilities related to real estate, including mortgage lending, rising prices

and high leverage.

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Interest rate conditions and the banking sector of developing countries

In the era of strong financial globalization and competition between financial institutions, it is expected
that interest rates will decrease and build on flexible and more favorable interest policies, at least for the
business sector in all countries of the world, regardless of the intensity and variations. Banks' exposure to the
risk of changes in interest rates in the portfolio of banking activities, measured as the ratio between the total
weighted value of the portfolio of banking activities and own funds, remained very turbulent, although in
2020/2021, it saw some increase.

However, global economic activity in the second half of 2022 slowed as a result of the synchronized
tightening of monetary policies, less favorable financial conditions and the fallout from the Russian invasion of
Ukraine. This has caused major turbulence in the prices of energy and raw materials.

Thus, the major economies were going through a period of pronounced weakness, which reinforced the
risk perceptions of investors, especially towards the financial markets in Southeast Europe, which somewhat
affected the economic prosperity of the developing markets.

Also, central banks at the global level were faced with the dilemma of whether to increase interest rates
further, taking into account the reasons for the growth of inflation and the deteriorating outlook for global
economic growth. But, also whether to continue with the increase of interest rates in order to reduce inflation to
the target level.

For example, central banks such as:” the Fed, the ECB and the Bank of England, in the second half of
2022, continued to increase interest rates and began to gradually withdraw monetary relief programs. Namely,
the US Federal Reserve (FED)® has decided to continue the increase in reference interest rates by 25 basis
points. With that, the benchmark interest rate is now 4.75 to 5%, the highest level that borrowing costs have
been since 2011. So, with the Fed's decision, certain economists said that it was a turning point and that their
decision would reveal how deep the banking crisis that hit America after the failure of Silicon Valley Bank.

Also, the European Central Bank’ increased the reference interest rate by 25 basis points. The reasons
for this were high inflationary pressures, rising consumer prices and military expansion in Ukraine. Here it is
important to specify that turbulence with interest rates has not been observed since 2011.

On the other hand, the countries of Central Europe, which started the cycle of tightening monetary
conditions long before the reaction of the leading central banks, stopped the increase of interest rates. For this
purpose, they continued with the application of instruments to maintain firm control of liquidity in the domestic
banking systems. Thus, the countries of the region faced an expected weakening of the external economic
conditions, as well as a tightening of the monetary policy by the main central banks. Namely, the goal was to
limit global inflation and commaodity prices, which would stabilize domestic economic activities.

Accordingly, the central banks of the countries of Southeast Europe in the second half of 2022 made

monetary decisions in accordance with macroeconomic developments in the domestic economy. Thus, for

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example, it was the central bank of the Republic of Serbia, which increased the base interest rate, which was
also reflected in the average effective interest rate of reverse repo operations for liquidity withdrawal in
domestic currency. Namely, the reference interest rate was increased by a total of 2.50 p.p. to the level of
5.00%. Thus, in addition to the basic interest rate, the interest rates on available deposits and loans were also
increased, which at the end of the year amounted to 4.00 and 6.00%, respectively.®

Also, the Croatian’ economy from the year 2022 was marked by inflation, which reached a growth of
13.5%, mainly due to the international prices of fuels, energy and food. In the analyzed period, the Central
Bank of Croatia implemented the monetary policy in accordance with the developments in the domestic
economy. Banks' free funds reached a record high in 2022. The reason for that was the adjustment of the
instruments in the monetary framework due to the accession to the Eurozone from January 2023.

It is characteristic that the Central Bank of Romania'® was the only one among the Central European
countries that continued to increase interest rates. Compared to other countries in the region, this central bank
was one of the last to start the cycle of tightening monetary conditions, and with the lowest intensity compared
to other economies. The main factors for such situations are the geopolitical tensions in the neighborhood, but
also the weak budget achievements with the increased costs for financing budget consumption. Thus, the
relatively high current account deficit of 7.3% of GDP in 2021 reached 9.2% of GDP in 2022. These situations
affected the intensity of the increase in interest rates on available deposits and loans, which amounted to 5.75%
and 7.75% respectively."* However, the movements of the Romanian financial markets corresponded with the
changes in the monetary policy and the liquidity changes of the banking system.

While, for R.North Macedonia® it can be determined that the weighted interest rates relating to total
loans and deposits, which were divided according to the criteria: sector classification, purpose of household
loans, original maturity and currency. Namely, the average interest rate of newly approved loans for 2023 was
5.26%, which represents an annual increase of 0.06 pp. and 1.51 pp, respectively. The average interest rate on
newly received deposits also recorded an annual growth of 0.33 pp. and 1.36 p.p., respectively and amounts to
2.04%. Thus, the average interest rate of the total loans of the corporate sector achieved a growth of 0.07 p.p.
and amounts to 4.70% in 2023. These growth tendencies were due to the increase in interest rates on denar
loans with a currency clause and interest rates on loans in foreign currency, which ranged from 0.12 p.p. and
0.10 p.p., respectively. But also on the interest rates of denar loans without a currency clause (by 0.06 p.p.).
Compared to last year, this interest rate recorded a growth of 1.27 pp. While, the analyzes of R.N.Macedonia
for the year 2022 of the GDP indicate a 2.1 percent growth."®

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Compared to this, it can be pointed out that before the pandemic, the Macedonian economy recorded a
growth of 3.4% and reached a level above 3.9% on an annual basis. Even, in the previous financial crisis of
2011, the growth of the Macedonian economy was not below 3.2%, unlike now, which is predicted to be 2.4%
for 2023 and 2.7 for 2024.

Conclusion

The stabilization of national and international finances and the turbulence with the post-pandemic and
military expansion in Ukraine caused a lot of changes in the attitude towards the banking sector, that is, towards
the credit process.

As previous financial crises have shown, authorities need to be prepared for a range of adverse
scenarios, and regulators need to be ready to coordinate crisis measures. In recent years, in order to understand
the processes of the financial markets of individual countries, it is necessary to take into account the tendencies
in the world economy and their place in the global system. The rare attempts of individual countries to isolate
themselves from the growth tendencies of the world economy and to transform themselves from any kind of
special part of it have proved disastrous. Inherently, the world economy is not just a sum of the national
economies of individual countries, but a system of interconnected joint business entities.

As a conclusion in this paper, it can be determined that during the regulation of banking capital
mobility in this period, the control of the capital and the control of the credit process should be important,
especially in developing countries. But, also to act in the direction of mitigating measures to limit capital
transactions.

Therefore, it is particularly important to conclude that in less than 10 years since the last major
financial crisis, the banking system once again faced a crisis and great turbulence and uncertainty.

However, as the most significant conclusions of the latest empirical research mentioned in the paper, it
is determined that the Eurocurrency market and international institutions, unlike the domestic market in the
national banking systems of most countries, remains a process in which countries should exercise governmental
control and regulation.

What has been said so far in this paper establishes the need to write what is expected in the future from
the capital markets to develop in the direction that the countries go towards overcoming and solving a large
number of the problems they faced during the crisis, and in order to be better oriented towards investors. Given
the scale and multiplicity of challenges, a coherent policy approach is needed to encourage investment in
resilience, balance incentives between infrastructure and industry, and address the challenges of implementing
recovery plans.

In this direction, it can also be concluded that large investors should perceive the huge technological
and economic potential of regions in newly developed and underdeveloped economies and thus expect large
returns in the near future.

As a core problem, it is set that the turbulence with interest rates and the banking sector will stabilize

and overcome the problems they were facing. If countries follow the cycle of highly developed economies, in
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the future they can expect an increasing importance of reinvested profits, as a source of capital for the current

and future investment needs of companies in their countries.

PREREQUISITES AND MEASURES FOR AN EFFECTIVE FIGHT AGAINST
MONEY LAUNDERING

Abstract
Within the paper, the authors deal with the topic of the harmful consequences of money laundering, the

prerequisites for prevention, as well as the measures for an effective fight against money laundering.
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Emphasis is placed on the international approach, based on the fact that in conditions of globalization
and rapid transfer of capital and goods, the possibilities of cross-border transfer of the proceeds of crime,
through money laundering, are possible to a high degree.

The authors address the above issues from the perspective of the transfer of illegally acquired capital
from developing countries to financial centers and developed countries. Within the framework of the paper,
they present the most important prerequisites for an effective international fight against money laundering, both
through strengthening the normative framework and through the creation of appropriate institutional capacities.

Special attention is paid to the measures for effective fight against money laundering. These are
instruments used by financial institutions, as well as law enforcement authorities, with the aim of in-depth
analysis of the origin of money, the existence of elements of suspicion, monitoring the movement of funds, a
special approach to high-risk countries, as well as building mechanisms for rapid reaction on an international
level in case of reasonable suspicion that it is a matter of laundering the proceeds of a committed crime.

Conclusion

Within the paper, the matter related to money laundering, the prerequisites and measures for an
effective fight against this harmful phenomenon are discussed. In essence, money laundering is the process by
which proceeds reasonably believed to be derived from criminal activity are transported, converted or
incorporated into legal financial flows in order to conceal their origin, source, movement or ownership, to
enable these means to appear as legal, and the persons involved in criminal activities to avoid the legal
consequences of such action.

Money laundering is a crime with an international character and most often in its implementation there
is a process of placing and concealing the funds through financial channels in which entities from two or more
countries are involved.

There are numerous prerequisites for preventing money laundering, but the basic prerequisite is
political will. In parallel with the political will, it is necessary to build a quality normative and institutional
framework.

Measures to prevent money laundering are related to the construction of financial control procedures
through which all suspicious transactions will be checked with the aim of determining the true origin of the
money, i.e. preventing the entry of illegal money, acquired through the commission of criminal acts, into the

legal financial streams.

Conclusion

Sexual violence is a criminological and penal-legal problem which in itself causes great implications in
society. Rape as a phenomenon cannot be analyzed solely from the aspect of a person’s individual biological
factors, but on the contrary, the social dimensions of this negative phenomenon must also be taken into account.

We will not be wrong if we emphasize that at today's level of development of global society, rape is met with
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general moral condemnation. Considering this finding, it is not by chance that rape is considered a socially
unacceptable phenomenon. Rape as an incrimination has a universal character, that is, it is present in all
legislation, with the help of which sexual freedom and morality are protected.

The family is a basic social institution that justifies the meaning of its existence through the raising,
formation and development of children, as well as through the strong established emotional ties between the
family members themselves. The occurrence and practice of sexual violence within the family is a serious
problem. Special attention is drawn to the practice of the crime of rape within the family.

Through the incrimination of rape during domestic violence, the right of the victim of this type of
violence is highlighted in terms that the victim freely decides whether to enter into sexual relations or other
sexual acts with the partner in marriage, extramarital relations or close personal relationships. The action of the
rapist against the will of the victim means the execution and fulfillment of the crime of rape from Article 186 of
the Criminal Code of the Republic of North Macedonia.
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Abstract

When we talk about Europe in its cultural borders, it must be noted that the very same borders largely
exceed the political ones of the European Union. Namely, if until now we imagined Europe only as the part that
is geographically located west of the rivers Oder, Danube, and Sava, at the beginning of the twenty-first
century, Europe is starting to open to its East and absorb the territories that historically have always belonged to
the continent. Namely, that is the Central part of the continent, but also the Southeast, which is known under its
geographical determinant as the Balkans. But, although politically that old Europe is more and more successful
in taking over Central Europe, both politically and economically and also culturally, it seems to have a problem
with the Balkans. And this problem does not arise because the Balkans itself is not part of Europe, but because
the Balkans itself, in addition to embodying Europe in a nutshell, i.e. its history throughout European history, is
a blind spot on the continent that has always been a kind of pejorative for the Europeans themselves. Hence, the
hypothesis that will be proven in this text: Although it is culturally and politically pejorative, the Balkans is still
an inseparable part of Europe. This hypothesis will be operationalized through the working thesis that: The
Balkans' culture represents the core of European cultural diversity and provides the foundation of the European
motto — “in varietate concordia”.

Keywords: Europe, Balkans, Culture, Politics, Diversity.

What are the Balkans?

The idea of the Balkans first begins with an overview of the common European heritage, i.e. the
classical period of Ancient Greece. The moment when the ancient Greeks began their expansion along the
Mediterranean coast, and established their colonies in Southern Europe, they began to spread their culture and
traditions to the uncivilized part of the continent. This process continued, in the Hellenistic period, when the
ancient Macedonian state, accepting the Hellenic culture and religion, conquered the Balkans, and united the
peninsula.

The period of the Roman Empire follows, when the region, although divided into several provinces, is
still part of one state form, and politically unites the Balkans. In the next millennium of the rule of the Eastern

Roman Empire (Romania), although politically fragmented, the Balkans managed to retain the cultural and
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religious identity imposed on all peoples by the Romans. This has been achieved primarily thanks to the spread
of the Christian faith, under its most ancient form of Greek-Orthodox interpretation, and by imposing it on the
Slavic population in the region, to create a separate cultural identity in the Balkans. Together with Orthodoxy,
and with the acceptance, i.e. the imitation of the Byzantine cultural models, in the Balkans, for the first time, a
kind of cultural unity is created between the different groups. The Ottomans, who also give the name of the
peninsula "the largest Old Mountain", the Balkans, also bring a period of long and stable political unity for the
region.

Today, a hundred years after the withdrawal of the Ottoman Empire from the Balkans, the region is
again divided and politically fragmented. Faced with contemporary challenges, Balkan nations and states are
still recovering from the effects of the Cold War, whose line of demarcation crossed directly between the
Balkan states, creating three different political conceptions. Those fifty years of isolated cohabitation still have
a trace on all the Balkan countries and, although they want to keep pace with modern European economic,
cultural, and social tendencies, they still have some peripheral status in the European family.

Although the Balkan states are officially seeking to be part of Europe and to show the world that they
have long since forgotten their differences, no matter how much this region wants to show that it is united, it is
increasingly dividing itself. The Balkan states are still unable to show a unity that will unite them and integrate
them into the modern world. Thanks to the various influences that the region has suffered for centuries, from
the emirates that ruled the territory, or simply had spheres of interest, the Balkans are still divided.

And if someone says that the region is still living in its past and that those who gave it its name,
determined its fate, this will not be completely wrong. Perhaps the Balkans still represent the Ottoman legacy
of Europe. Although European culture and values are based on Balkan history, the Balkans have failed to
bridge the gap in Europe's five-hundred-year-old stagnation with Europe, thus modernizing and keeping pace
with contemporary social and political trends around the world. But it is not only an Ottoman legacy. The
Balkans are still dealing with the Byzantine heritage. Namely, "Byzantinism" has the same discourse as
"Balkanism", because "Balkanism" has in its essence the legacy of "Byzantinism", i.e. it lies on the same
cultural and social foundations, such as authoritarianism, theocracy, and many other values, which are, and will
be, the basis of "Balkanism".

If what Jacques Derrida (1967) writes as a philosophical thought ,,il n'y a pas de hors-texte" which
essentially means that there is nothing outside of being, for the Balkans, we can deconstruct it by asking, what
is it that exists inside the very being, i.e. within the text? Paraphrasing Maria Todorova (1997) what is the
essence of the Balkans, and how the idea of Balkanism can be applied in the idea for Europe?

Finally, is there something we can formulate homo balkanicus ego sum? Is our Balkan culture coming
into conflict with the European one or is it in equilibrium with it?

Many epochs in the history of mankind testify the development of human civilization and the
advancement of society, politics, and science. One of the most important periods in the political science and

development of international law is the Treaty of Westphalia, signed at Munster (1648). Although at first
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glance it seems like an ordinary German province, it is still a symbol of our era, a symbol of the modern
political order of the world.

The Westphalian peace treaties are also synonymous with security and sovereignty, they are the hope
for world peace and international order. These treaties are important not only because they bring peace to
Europe after thirty years, and establish a balance in international politics for the time, but also because this
peace limits the power of the Holy Roman Emperor, recognizes the independence of the Netherlands and
Switzerland is gradually beginning to lose the role of a ruler as a unifying factor of population and territory.
With these changes in the international order, a new era in political history begins, an era that continues to this
day, and that is the era of nation-states. Namely, the epochal result of the Westphalian peace treaties is the
creation of nation-states, the modernization of diplomacy, and the creation of a new type of international
relations unknown until then - between states, not between dynasties, i.e. relations built based on subjects of
international law and equality between them as a basis for respecting the religious and national feelings of the
individual and the group.

At the same time as the Westphalian treaties are being signed, that is, a new equilibrium is being made
in international politics at the time, and several other changes are taking place in Europe, which will
undoubtedly turn history in another direction. Namely, in that period, the centre of international politics shifted
from the Mediterranean to the Atlantic. This relocation of the previous core was done thanks to the colonial
conquests and the change in the trade routes. With that, the Mediterranean loses its former power as an
economic, political, and cultural centre and gradually begins to turn into a periphery, and Western Europe
becomes the core of all developments in the world. Suddenly, the Balkans, which until then had been the core
of all continental change as a link between feudal Western Europe and the Orient, lost its role in international
politics and entered a period of stagnation.

The epoch-making moments for the future development of the social and political order of the world
take place right after the treaties of Westphalia. While Western Europe is in the throes of the development of
philosophical, political, and economic thought, and while the most advanced technologies of that time are being
created, Eastern Europe is returning to the past, and closing its borders. This process of stagnation in the region
is a result of the differences not only in the way of state organization but also in the absence of national
awareness among the population. The absence of national consciousness is reflected in the inability of the
region to engage in new social trends. And as Denko Maleski (2001/2002) writes: "Through a multi-century
process and not without setbacks, human rights, and freedoms become part of the political morality of Western
Europe. Eastern Europe, on the other hand, has a different development. Geographically located between the
West and the East, it combines the Western tradition of separation of powers and the Eastern tradition of
concentration of power. Hence the fact that the basic feature of the political life of Eastern Europe is manifested
through a strong state with numerous discretionary rights. This is the beginning of the domination of the
bureaucracy over the various domains of human life - politics, economics, and religion ... And while the
conquest of freedom in Western Europe is the work of citizens organized in civil society, that is to say, groups

that are independent of the power of the state, in Eastern Europe it is the work of the state itself."
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What Cardinal Mazarin began in 1648, the creation of states in which a population living with the same
characteristics would live ended with the Great French Revolution of 1789. After the revolution, the process of
creating the identity of the French nation begins. This process of creating the identity of the nation and the state
among the French will undoubtedly become a motivation for the creation of a national identity of the
population in other countries in Europe and will forever change the history not only of Europe but of the whole
world. After nearly 150 years, Mazarin's dream has come true, a French nation-state has been created that could
withstand all kinds of obstacles.

Namely, after the revolution, when the people realize that the ruler can end up on the guillotine, the
leaders of the revolution realized that a new unifying force must be found for the people and the territories, and
they found it in the elements (characteristics) that are common to all and they are the factor that makes the
people a nation. It is these elements that contribute to a group of people realizing themselves as a separate
nation living within the borders of their nation-state.

In the Balkans, on the other hand, thanks to the traditions of concentrating power, ie autocratic rule,
largely supported by theocracy (Ottoman Empire), there is a situation of stagnation in the region concerning the
social changes taking place in the West. With the creation of powerful empires that equate ethnicity with
religion (which centuries later would reflect on the political situation in the Balkans), the region gradually
began to distance itself from political currents in Western Europe and entered a long period of stagnation
concerning social change.

This situation of lack of clearly defined nations throughout the history of the region, starting from the
middle of the 19th century until today, returns like a boomerang and hits the relations between the modern
Balkan states. All these differences in the social order contributed to the creation of states in the Balkans, not as
a result of the ethnic borders of the people that once lived in the Ottoman Empire, but of the military power and
interests of the Western European states.

Historical events have led to the formation of states in the region, and then nations. It also influenced
the creation of national identities among the various Balkan nations. The past has contributed to the creation of
a mixture of cultures, languages, and traditions in the Balkans, which even with the most precise demarcation
between the modern Balkan states, could not have led to the creation of ethnically pure states. The
independence of the new states in the late 19th century resulted in the making of national historiographies
aimed at strengthening the national consciousness of the population and highlighting the diversity of a nation
from its neighbours. It was the creation of national histories in the Balkans that was followed by the creation of
myths, i.e. the historical connection of modern nations with the historical peoples who lived in those territories,
and through those myths and historical connections new national symbols were created that would serve to
differentiate peoples until then who lived in the same state (empire). This mythologization of history, and the
creation of artificial borders between states, i.e. the creation of nations in existing states, contributed to the
great connection of the nation with the territory, a feature that is manifested in all Balkan nations.

After the creation of national identities and nation-states in Europe, the existing and unchangeable

national identity becomes one of the most important elements for the realization of the national interests of the
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states. Namely, identity is related to the cohesion of the population and does not allow opportunities for
creating situations of civil wars and divisions between members of different religions and ethnicities, because
the knowledge of the population that it belongs to one nation, creates a sense of loyalty to the state and thus

achieves a state of ethnic stability, ie all doors are closed to inflame ethnic and religious tensions.

Challenges of the Balkan cultures in the common European culture

The process of formation of nation-states, although it begins somewhere in the Middle Ages in Western
Europe, is still relevant to this day. In that process of creating the nation, the biggest role is played by ethnicity,
i.e. the identity features of the ethnic group that is the basis of a nation. This process is especially interesting in
the Balkans, because the ethnic groups are the main drivers of the national liberation movements, i.e. they
represent the basic derivative in the formation of all Balkan nations. The national liberation movements, which
are characteristic of all Balkan ethnicities in the 19th and 20th centuries, later played the main role in the
process of self-determination, i.e. the formation of the nations and states in the Balkans. The problem in this
part of Europe is as we mentioned above, the mixture of different cultures and languages found in each of the
Balkan countries. This mixture of different cultures in one territory makes the Balkans very different from the
rest of Europe, in that none of the countries is ethnically homogeneous in the process of nation-state formation,
but achieves homogeneity much later, through a phenomenon called nationalism. And if for the modernists,
nationalism makes the nation, not vice versa, then for the Balkanists, the nation creates nationalism, not vice
versa.

In the Balkans, in the process of state formation as well as in the period of their strengthening, and even
expansion both political and economic, and industrial, the elites who control the institutions and the economy in
all those countries manage to subjugate all cultural and ethnic minorities in the state, i.e to merge them into the
main ethnic group. The leaders of all Balkan countries, manage through their state institutions to create a
productive-reproductive process, which later creates a specific type of nationalism that is known only in the
Balkans (Karakasidu, 2011). This specific "Balkan" nationalism aims to demonstrate the unity of the group, and
through the (mis) use of the collective memory of that group to create a feeling of complete difference from all
other groups in the region. Thus, using the collective memory of the groups, the Balkan statesmen manage to
change the interpretation of history, to emphasize the commonality of that group in the moments of suffering,
which suffering is of course caused by one of the neighbouring ethnic groups, which after all features have the
same or similar identity as their ethnic group. The collective memory of each ethnic group in the region
emphasizes the importance of the common destiny that the group has experienced throughout history, and
through that production-reproductive process, it is possible to suppress the individual identity and memory of
the individual so that through a process of "Sympathy" with the suffering of the whole group to define a clear
awareness of his national and ethnic affiliation, and thus to sow the seeds of nationalism.

If for nationalism, Ernest Gellner (1983) writes that it uses the permanence of historically inherited
cultures, but when it does, it uses them in a very selective way and drastically changes them, then the same can

be applied to the Balkanism.

What the Balkan leaders need to do is move away from the interpretation of nations, identities, and
nationalism, and allow national historiographies to emerge from the wing of the state, that is, to cease to be
fighters for the national cause.

And, although the Balkans is the Balkans and cannot be any other region in the world, it is Balkanism
that makes the Balkans pejorative, not the territory. Balkanism, together with "imported" nationalism, make this

part of Europe cruel and inhuman.

At the beginning of the 21st century, Southeast Europe, i.e. the Balkans, showed the world the power of
culture. Namely, because culture can be defined as a political category, the Balkans showed the world that
nationalism and all its features are still relevant and that they can survive if they find fertile ground for it.
Namely, today our region is still dealing with its past, i.e. it still cannot get out of its shackles. The past of the
region, although glorious, records the bloodiest and most brutal European conflicts. Namely, here in the
Balkans, the states, i.e. the political elites use the cultures and identities of their nations to realize their
"imperialist” dreams. Thus, the Balkan Wars, the Greek Civil War, and the wars in the former Yugoslavia
showed the world that the "violent" and state-regulated way of connecting groups with historical and cultural
heritage is not just a "naive" emotional aspiration of elites to strengthen the identity of the nation by
recognizing the primordial common values, but in the same way, it becomes an invented tool for manipulating

the population and creating new identity features (Karakasidou 1997)

The paper analyzes scientific and professional research and reports from the relevant stakeholder in the
field of corruption, with the aim to define corruption, its types and different forms that can be recognized in
theory and practice.

In the paper comprehensively analysis of the political corruption is done. Political corruption as an
abuse of public power on the highest level in the state institutions is an internal enemy of the institutions, slows
down institutional development and the development of the society as a whole. That is why states need
effective and appropriate anti-corruption policies.

Introduction
Corruption is one of the most negative social phenomenon nowadays and can be found in every
society. As one of very frequent social phenomena nowadays, corruption threats the core democratic values, the
principles of the rule of law and wide range of human rights such as equality, access to public services, justice,
education, employment etc. Also, it is a threat to any positive progress —economic, political or social and
national prosperity of the state. Corruption, especially political corruption, the type that takes place on the
highest level of the state institutions, is an internal enemy of the institutions, which slows down or destroys
institutional development. Therefore governments have to create systematic approach for fight against every
type of corruption. They should create and implement strategies to prevent corruption, but only after a deep
analysis of the current situation in the respective country, and a comparative analysis of positive international
experiences. The lack of regulations and policies are perfect conditions for existence and supporting of
corruptive acts in the society. According to immense evidence and experience, on a global level, states which
have strong and precise regulations and policies regarding this issue, have low level corruption, and vice versa.

The fight against corruption should be comprehensive and inclusive. It should include citizens, CSO
sector, and business sector as significant actors, which can make pressure on government to increase
accountability and transparency in public institutions and also take necessary action against corruption. Public
sensitivity on corruptive acts is likewise very important. Also, the media have a key role in the process of
raising awareness, sensitizing people and installing moral values such as honesty, integrity, accountability,
transparency, respect and justice through their news and informative shows. Suppression of corruption is the
responsibility of the entire society, of the institutions in charge of prevention and repression, of the civil sector,
universities, and of every individual.

Corruption has been ever present part of each society no matter how developed it is, and no matter
what type of political system it has. Every government's fight against corruption is a fight with its members,
with itself. From the success of this struggle, in the long term, the permanence of the government/political
coalition, as well as the economic and political progress of the state, the well-being of the citizens and the status
in the international community depends. With the development of media, digital technologies, membership in
NATO and the process of negotiations of the Republic of North Macedonia for European Union membership,
i.e. the opening of new chapters in the process of membership negotiations, the topic of corruption and the
strategy and capacity of the institutions to deal with it are among the key issues for the country’s status in the
international community.

On the other hand, despite the media's interest on the issue of corruption, the interest of the academic
community, in national frameworks, is modest. Also, despite there is an interest on the global level among the
scholars on corruption, its forms, characteristic and diverse approaches, there is a lack of unified and clear
definition on corruption and it’s most common forms.

Although the last two decades were marked by significant anticorruption activity—including the
adoption of an international legal framework, development of an anticorruption civil society, the rise of a
veritable anticorruption industry—for most countries in the world there was a stagnation in the evolution of good
governance and prosperity, due to the lack of implementations of anticorruption policies.

The states from the Western Balkans have serious problems with the rule of law and the fight against
corruption. Namely, years ago these countries are ranked from 80th to 115th on the Transparency International
CPl list, which is associated with countries with a high level of corruption.

This paper offers a comparative framework of different defining of corruption, its types, with the focus
on political corruption and its forms.

Hence, the analysis of political corruption and distinction from the other types of corruption as one of
the types of corruption and the preventive anti-corruption policy, which will be done in a systematized and

comprehensive way within the framework of this paper, has not only social but also scientific justification.

1. Literature review
Corruption has been a topic of interest for scholars for many years. While there are many researches on

corruption, and many definitions and typologies of corruption, none of them are precise enough and none of
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them are comprehensive enough to cover every corruptive situation. There is an attitude that in global context
1990s were the years of expansion of political and academic interest for the topic corruption, especially
political corruption, due to the many previous corruptive incidents and dispersion of methodology which
seemed to allow objective quantification of corruption incidence and perception in various national settings
(Heidenheimer& Johnston, 2017).

According to the World Bank’s thumb-rule® definition, corruption is ‘abuse of public power for private
benefit” (World Bank, 1997).

In the literature there are number of more or less precise definitions of corruption, such as the classic
definitions that ‘corruption is behavior of public officials which deviates from accepted norms in order to serve
private ends’ (Huntington, 1968). The author Nye in his article titled: “Corruption and Political Development:
cost benefit analysis”, defines corruption as ‘behavior that deviates from the formal duties of a public role
(elective or appointive) because of private-regarding (personal, close family, private clique) wealth or status
gains; or violates rules against the exercise of certain types of private regarding influence’ (Nye, 1967).

In the paper from 1999 Amundsen defined corruption as abuse of public authority, and political
corruption is here defined as corruption in which the political decision-makers are involved. In addition to a
review of the various definitions of corruption and a classification of the various forms of corruption (bribery,
embezzlement, fraud and extortion), in the paper are presented two alternative theories on corruption
("extractive™ and "redistributive™) in order to illustrate the effects of corruption in various regime types.
(Amundsen, 1999).

The author Heywood in his “Routledge Handbook of Political Corruption” (2015) defines political
corruption as ‘form of conflicts of interests, abuse of office, lobbying [...] and inappropriate use of public
information as it is to take more traditional forms such as bribery and embezzlement’. Despite analyzing
different form of corruption, Heywood didn’t offer specific definition of political corruption, and throughout
the book political corruption is understood as corruption anywhere in the public sector. Also, other authoritative
scholars too do not make a clear distinction between corruption and the most specific type - political corruption.
Literature is using the term ‘political corruption’ synonymously to the term ‘corruption’. In their introductions,
authors define corruption as ‘political and bureaucratic behavior’ (ibid. p.12), but in the book they are not
making a distinction between political and nonpolitical form of corruptive behavior.

This authors use ‘corruption’ and ‘political corruption’ almost complementary, applying the term
‘political’ to indicate both political and bureaucratic corruption. Hessami in his paper Political Corruption,
Public Procurement, and Budget Composition: Theory and evidence from OECD countries (Hessami, 2014),
analyzes political corruption as involving ‘the political and bureaucratic decision makers’.

Villoria et al. in the paper from 2013 pointed that most of the studies ‘have not examined
administrative corruption separately from political corruption’. The paper emphasizes two forms of corruption
in stating that ‘grand or political corruption refers to corrupt actions by elected politicians, and petty or

administrative corruption as involving public sector employees or bureaucrats’ (Villoria et al., 2013)

! Thumb rule is a method based on experience rather than theory.
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Philp M., in the study from 1997 looks at the concept of political corruption and deconstructs it in order
to explore the extent which a political action can be considered corrupt. Departing from a case study from New
South Wales, the author looks at the history of corruption as concept for political analysis and explores the
intricacies of defining an action as corrupt. He concludes that political corruption is not a straightforward
concept and depends on the context in which it is being analyzed (Philp, 1997).

Some researchers use the term ‘political corruption’ very narrowly, for instance as corruption in
elections (only) or as political donations (only), and others use it to attract attention.

In all scholars’ papers, articles and researches on corruption, it can be noticed that it involves people
who are holding public power, and they are using their professional (public) position in the institutions for
private benefit.

2. Defining corruption

Corruption is defined as an abuse of public function for a private (personal) gain. It includes: behavior
that may involve fraud, bribery, theft, nepotism, abuse of position or authority (power), or other acts that are
not legal and corruptly putting personal interest above those of the citizens and the system they should work.

In the Republic of North Macedonia corruption is defined in the Law on Prevention of Corruption and
Conflict of Interest from 2019 (Official Gazette 12/19). According to the article 2 from the Law, corruption is
defined as “abuse of function, public authority, the official duty or position to gain benefit, directly or through
an intermediary, for self or for another.”

Hence it is evident that this law doesn’t offer something different than most of the definitions in the theory and
in other legislations.

Behavior which is not legal and which includes some kind of abuse of public authority someone has is
the mutual characteristic of each definition for corruption. Corruptive act is categorized by four components:

the donor, the favor, the public officer, and the payoff.

2.1 Types of corruption

For creating an effective anti-corruption strategy and anti-corruption policy both at a theoretical and
practical level, within the specific social context, corruption should be defined. Hence the need for defining
corruption, its basic elements and distinction between the various types of corruption is essential.

In Macedonian Law on Prevention of Corruption and Conflict of Interest, two forms are recognized:
active corruption and passive corruption. The difference between these forms is in the person who initiates the
corruptive act. Passive corruption is an act of an official person who requests or receives benefit for himself or
for third person in order to do or not to do something which is in accordance to his official duties, while the
active corruption is an act of any person who directly or through an intermediary, promises or benefits of any
kind to an official person in order to do something or not to act in accordance to his official duties (article 2

paragraph 2).
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In the literature and in some legislations, few types of corruption can be identified. Majority scholars
make a distinction between the political and bureaucratic corruption. But also, there are scholars who are
recognizing other types of corruption, such as Non-Distortive Corruption and Distortive Corruption. The
difference between these types is whether the corruptive act distorts formal government policy, or the
corruptive act has no significant effects on it (for example: small present or payment given to the official person
for a faster finishing some administrative procedure, but without violating the respective law).

In this paper the attention will be put on the distinction between political and bureaucratic corruption.
The distinction between these two types of corruption can provide more precise anti-corruption tools, anti-
corruption strategy or policy which will be implementable in the respective circumstances. The distinction has
wide-ranging consequences for research on corruption, because these qualitatively distinct social phenomena
require different analytical frameworks, conceptual models, and investigation.

2.1.1 Political corruption

Political corruption is a type of corruption that involves political decision-makers, parliament members,
ministers, their advisors, and other elected politicians as president of the state and members from the cabinet,
and other elected and nominated public officers. In this group also are included ruling party officials and high-
level bureaucrats, as well as supreme court judges, heads of government special institutions (such as auditors,
public prosecutors, ombudsmen, head of the tax revenue office commissioners, and other personal who can
have influence on the state politics. Some of the authors for political corruption have been using terms such as
‘the ruling elite’ corruption or grand corruption (Moody-Stuart, 1997). Hence, there are always two sides, state
representative (politician, public servant, and official) and private party.

Political corruption happens when previously mention power holders/decision makers are abusing
public power for personal benefit. It takes place when politicians and public officials who are entitled to make
and enforce the laws use their political power to sustain their statues and wealth and/or make decisions in the
benefit of private interests (Transparency International 2009). Political corruption thus often involves the abuse
of power, and leads not only to the misallocation of resources, but also affects the manner in which decisions
are made.

High level of political corruption mostly persist in society where there is a weak accountability in the
political institutions, lack of precise legislation, lack of integrity system, non-functional institutions. Political
corruption is weakening the democratic system as a whole, particularly when political leaders involved in
corruption consistently remain unpunished.

Political corruption involves a wide range of crimes and illicit acts committed by decision-
makers before, during and after leaving office (Transparency International, 2004). Political corruption usually
involves a violation of existing laws and regulations, but it is not restricted to this.

It is political corruption also when the national laws and regulations have custom-made loopholes and

are deliberately side-stepped or ignored. (Amundsen, 1997).
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In the theory there are several classifications of the forms of political corruption. According to one of
the classifications, two basic forms of political corruption can be recognized: ‘extractive’ and ‘power-
preserving’ political corruption. Both forms are abusing position of power for gaining personal/ private wealth,
status and power.

Extractive political corruption is when public officers, politicians are using their political power,
contacts and influence to get finances on illegal way for personal or third party benefit. Extractive political
corruption is sometimes called ‘graft’, and takes many forms such as embezzlement, economic crime, and
bribery.

Power-preserving political corruption is the corrupt act used for maintaining and/or strengthening
political decision makers to keep the political power. In this situations politicians/decision makers are using
previously corruptively acquired resources to preserve their position. Power-preserving political corruption
takes forms such as favoritism, clientelism and nepotism, the use of state resources to win elections, and buying
judicial affection.

Besides corruption there are many other power-preserving tool that have characteristics on power abuse
but are not corruptive acts. This group can list many forms of manipulations, for example: not appointing
elections, limitation of the freedom of speech, jailing opposition leaders and rivals in the name of anti-
corruption policy, and aggressive tax policy. Corruptive use of the funds distinguishes power-preserving
political corruption from the other forms of misuse of state power.

According to other classifications, political corruption can be recognized in three main forms: political
finance, electoral corruption (buying votes, election fraud, abuse of state resources for the leading party
champagne), and undue influence on decision-making (favoritism and nepotism).

Corruption in political finance “involves the improper and unlawful conduct of financial operations
(often by a candidate or a party) for the profit of an individual candidate, political party or interest group”
(Walecki, M. 2004). Representation and existence of these different forms of political corruption depends upon
the specific social, economic and legal circumstances. The appearance of the form of political corruption
depends on the normative, institutional and integrity system in the respective country (International IDEA,
2014).

2.1.2 Bureaucratic corruption

Bureaucratic or administrative corruption takes place at the implementation part of the laws, mainly in
the public sector such as health care, educational system, social care system, and public enterprises. In this type
of corruption, bureaucrats (administrative officers, from any level) use their public position for financial or
non-financial benefits. Bureaucratic corruption sometimes is called ‘petty’, ‘everyday’, ‘routine’ and ‘street-
level’ corruption, but these terms give incorrect connotations, since bureaucratic corruption is not naive at all,
nor is it economically small-scale, on the contrary, it can be huge in economic terms and widespread in social
terms and it represents support and a basis for a corrupt society. In fact, it is very difficult to separate the two

basic types of corruption, political and bureaucratic corruption, given the fact that they are interdependent and
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support each other. Andvig et al. (2001) assume that ‘political corruption is usually supported by widespread
bureaucratic or petty corruption, in a pyramid of upward extraction. And corruption in high places is contagious
to lower level officials, as these will follow the predatory examples of, or even take instruction from, their
principals’ (Andvig et al, 2001, p.11). Thus, it can be concluded that political and bureaucratic corruption go
together, in a mutually reinforcing circle.

Finally, the distinction between political and administrative corruption cannot be done with precision,
due to the fact that a precise classification on the responsibilities of the high-level positions on administrative
staff is not fully possible.

3. Preventive anti-corruption policy

Although the anti-corruption policies and tools and different agencies/institutions are in the focus of
political agendas in almost all countries, the record of anti-corruption interventions has been poor. One of the
biggest problem is the fact that there are no methodological tools that can directly and precisely measure
political corruption.

Many reports on relevant stakeholders (such as World Bank, Transparency International), in the anti-
corruption area indicate that corruption tends to decrease with the increasing level of economic growth and
straightening the rule of law principles. The best approach in fight against corruption is strong anti-corruption
state strategy, supported with the effective and implementable anti-corruption tools.

Political corruption needs solutions of a political nature that in the developing countries can be
influenced by international actors present in the country.

The author Slamkov in his article states that there is “a triangle of actions: strengthening public
awareness, prevention and repression”, as already proven successful anti-corruption model through which Hong
Kong managed with the deep and serious corruption, in the 70s of the last century (Slamkov, 2021)

The fight for suppression or reduction of corruption should be systematic, comprehensive, and
multiphase. A strong and honest political will is precondition and starting point in this fight (Brinkerhoff, D.W.
2000, “Assessing political will for anti-corruption efforts: an analytic framework”, (Public Administration and
Development). This assumes politicians with personal integrity, moral capacity and strong political will to
combat with the organized and almost always very strong group of colleagues, which are using many power
saving tools to preserve their position and political power. Then, a precise and clear legislation is needed, which
will be in compliance with the international anti-corruption standards and regulations. The next condition is
existence of independent institutions, responsible for implementation of the legal acts and other regulations.

In the developing countries, where the level of corruption is high, law implementation as the result of
low level of institutional independence and the lack of staff professionalism as the main problem in the process
of effective fight against corruption. Hence, the priority issue in the fight against corruption should be
strengthening the integrity and independence of the judiciary/ public prosecutor’s office as a key point in this

struggle.
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Other authors believe that in theory, the fight against corruption is based on the principles of
"education, awareness and advocacy", and in practice this fight relies on the development of a clear public

policy based on the principles of "effectiveness, transparency and accountability” (Soxibov Salohiddin, 2021).

Conclusion

For creating an effective anti-corruption strategy and anti-corruption policy both at a theoretical and
practical level, within the specific social context, corruption should be clearly defined. In the paper different
types of corruption and their forms were identified. Corruption is defined as an abuse of public function for a
private (personal) benefit. As a mutual characteristics, all definitions on corruption include abuse of public
power, at the highest (political) or at the administrative level. Corruption is illegal behavior that may involve
fraud, bribery, theft, nepotism, abuse of position or authority (power) and corruptly putting personal interest
above those of the citizens and the state.

Political corruption is abuse of power by the high-level decision-makers in the state institutions for
their personal/private benefit. A lot of political corruption mostly persist in societies where there is a weak
accountability in the political institutions, lack of precise legislation, lack of integrity system, non-functional
institutions. Political corruption is weakening the democratic system as a whole, particularly when political
leaders involved in corruption consistently remain unpunished.

Bureaucratic or petty corruption is abuse of responsibilities of public officers in the administration, on
the low level of implementation of law.

Although it is recommended, political and bureaucratic corruption cannot be always separated, due to
the fact that they are interdependent and support each other, they go together, in a mutually reinforcing illegal
circle.

Effective and appropriate preventive anti-corruption policy, developed according to the circumstances
specific for the respective country, is the main precondition for success in the fight against corruption.

Although the anti-corruption policies and tools are in the focus of political agendas in almost all
countries, corruption remains one of the most vulnerable politically issues, especially in the developing
countries. Hence, the fight for suppression or reduction of corruption should be systematic, comprehensive, and
multiphase.

In the developing countries, where the level of corruption is high, law implementation as a result of low
level of institutional independence and lack of staff professionalism is the main problem in the process of
effective fight against corruption. The priority issue in the fight against corruption should be strengthening the

integrity and independence of the judiciary/ public prosecutor’s office as a key point in anti-corruption fight.

CONTEMPORARY TENDENCIES IN THE REGULATION OF
INHERITANCE RELATIONS IN THE REPUBLIC OF MACEDONIA

Abstract

The subject of interest of our paper are the reforms in Inheritance Law. In recent decades, major
changes have taken place in marriage and family relations, which inevitably affect inheritance, due to the close
relationship that exists between family and inheritance law. A major drawback of the existing Law on
Inheritance is that it contains numerous legal gaps, which create problems in practice, leading to legal
uncertainty in the sphere of inheritance. This legal uncertainty stems from the fact that numerous legal institutes
in the Macedonian Inheritance Law are not regulated at all, and there are also institutes that are incompletely or
inadequately regulated, which leads to different application of the inheritance legal regulation in practice. The

goal that we want to achieve with this paper is to show the reforms in inheritance law by using the analytical-
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synthetic method, the comparative method that will analyse all the institutes that represent a novelty in
inheritance law.

Conclusion

In the paper, as concluding observations, we can point out the reforms provided for in the Civil Code in
the area of inheritance law: introduction of the inheritance contract, legal inheritance of extramarital partners,
abolition of the deadline for returning gifts made in the last 90 days of the testator's life, provision of the
notary's will, establishment of a register of wills, changes in the contract for the assignment of property during
life and the contract for lifetime maintenance and their transfer to the exclusive competence of notaries,
provision of the right to legal inheritance of a posthumously conceived child, provision of the date as an
essential element of the original will, incorporating the certificate of the international will.
A major drawback is that the drafting of the Civil Code has been in process for many years, which entails
negative implications according to judicial practice in relation to inheritance law due to legal ambiguities, and
our recommendation is the final adoption of the Civil Code.
With the preparation of the Civil Code, it is expected that the entire matter from the sphere of civil law,
including inheritance law, will be regulated in one legal text in a comprehensive and systematized way, which
will result in a new quality in the regulation of civil law and will overcome the legal gaps, vagueness and

contradictions that exist in the laws that regulate this matter.

Introduction

The political culture, geostrategic and geopolitical physiognomy of Europe and the world is in the
process of change and total uncertainty.

The war in Ukraine is the ultimate irrational aggression, a precedent in
International Law. The consequences of war conflicts are naturally added to this energy and economic crisis,
and a so-called "negative shock care" is created. The solution to the situation is to move Europe away from
Russian energy dependence and establish other possible energy supply alternatives.

International law and the United Nations provide the world of states with the means to establish a
common policy which follows the same universal values and rules. Despite all their successes, they have
proven countless times in the past to be ambiguous and incoherent. Deficiencies in the United Nations system
have often hindered an effective and above all timely response to a few new challenges. Above all, however,
the classic threats and conflicts between states, which have always been the point of departure in international
law, are decreasing in relevance. Rather, the most serious and acute dangers to world peace currently emanate
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from the existence and/or proliferation of weapons of mass destruction, as well as terrorist Islamism combined
with failing states, criminal and dictatorial regimes. Along with environmental disasters and pandemics, they
currently represent the greatest political challenges to international law and the United Nations. In this context,
it is observable that the intellectual and political character of a state, meaning its “domestic affairs” pursuant to
the existing understanding of international law, exercises an increasing influence on the type of dangers and
risks for international security and may thus no longer be ignored; further, there are indications of a derivative
transformation of the factual and legal conditions of one of the major pillars of international law: namely, the
states’ right of self-defense. It is certainly not in the interests of the community of states for the role of the
United Nations in preserving world peace and international security to be weakened by the states again laying
claim to the power of defining the legal justification for international force by pointing to their “natural right of
self-defense.” On the other hand, they will be able to successfully exercise their role of preserving peace only if
they are able to adapt their legal order to the changes in the causes of international insecurity.! As it was when
the United Nations Organization was founded, the post-Cold War world is again faced with the challenge of
finding an order in which freedom, security and stability mutually support one another, and in which newly
emerging conflicts may be managed without leading to another global confrontation. After being largely
paralyzed by the bloc confrontation, the United Nations Organization now can create an effective framework of

order for a common and more peaceful future.

1. The new mapping

The world is facing extremely large challenges that have not been seen since the end of the Second
World War. It is time for big changes, sudden situations and extremely strong human greed, respect for human
rights and freedoms for self-expression, and a great degree of irresponsibility. Invasion of Russia on the
territory of Ukraine for the official Moscow Special operation is carried out on the entire territory of Ukraine.

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USA and Russian Federation

The foreign policy of the USA as a search for its power and conduct of foreign policy has obviously
made a big mistake due to continuous military conflicts in which it directly participates as the world's most
powerful military power. This is how material damage, numerous human victims, suffering, forced migration,
and the development of territories are created on large areas of the world. In this context, what is expected from
one of the great powers, the USA is to respect the security issue of Russia. In the opposite case, the same
paradigm applies to the USA and its relationship with Mexico and Cuba. Based on the provisions of
international law, Russia should respect the relationship on the ground, without any intervention or conflict
creation. It is so clear that the two great powers, the USA and Russia, in their struggle for world domination,
have forgotten about negotiations, respect, diplomatic approaches and prevention. Over time, the two powers
proved their dominance, Russia intervened in Syria in 2014 and 2015 and protected the state apparatus and its
survival, while the USA entered Syria in the same way a few days earlier and supported the overthrow of the
official authorities. The only loser is Syria and its people of 27 million whose numbers have significantly
decreased, the great refugee crisis, the destruction of cities, infrastructure, and many human victims. This is
how great powers behave. The Geostrategic policy of the two countries (USA and Russian federation) does not
correspond with ordinary people who are not happy and satisfied, but very worried about the further escalation
of the conflict. The sanctions imposed on Russia The sanctions imposed on Russia by the USA, the EU and the
UK are intense but not enough. The war operations and conflicts must stop, and the peace process must be
started immediately. In the bipolar concept, the evident struggle is between the USA and Russia, and Ukraine is
the choice for classic collateral damage. The proxy war between the USA and Russia largely reflects further

influence in Asia, which is a great risk for escalation.

Energy /Economic Crisis

The start of the war on February 24, 2022, foreshadowed an energy crisis due to Europe's high
dependence on Russian energy sources, especially gas. Europe is in an energy crisis, but it still has the capacity
to withstand 10 % inflation. In the same way, clear communication, openness, negotiations are lacking in
energy.

Turkey

The role of Turkey is extremely important for the current and future course of events. Turkish foreign
policy is a balance of relations between the USA and Russia, extremely wise and agile, proactive diplomacy on
the ground. Turkey’s role is the initial determination to be an active player in the Black Sea region, a corridor
for the flow of grain towards Africa. Turkey, as a member of NATO, has been a promoter of a peaceful
solution to the war, from the very beginning, and they are continuously advocating for an end and a peaceful

solution.
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As a curiosity, the role of Turkey appears that as an exemption from NATO Alliance maintains communication

with Russia and acts as a buffer zone.

Western Balkans

The question of the former Yugoslavia is hypothetical and can be posed in correlation with the war.
Simplified - How and to what extent the conflict in one region affects the countries in that part and spreads in
Europe and the world? The disintegration of the SFRY is a real example of the destruction of the economy,
many human victims, material damage and the loss of reasonable thinking and civilized behavior.

These are the consequences of the war. Even after more than 27 years, Western Balkans countries are
still suffering from the consequences of the war and the ongoing transition. The International Community is
very active and, knowing the past, is trying to create a new, more effective approach to solving problems in the
region. The main point is - The world to live together.

2. Conflict prevention, peace, and stability

The EU responds rapidly to crises, builds peace, and helps to prevent conflicts around the world. It
works with partner countries and organizations on effective responses to global and transregional threats to
security and peace. Crisis response, conflict prevention and peace building are essential reactions towards
violence and destruction of international law and relations. The EU’s rapid response approach allows
addressing fast and flexibly expected needs or political opportunities in conflict or crisis situations. These can
stem from a political context, a specific conflict or a man-made or natural disaster.

‘Rapid response’ actions are intended to create the conditions for improved stability and security,
addressing root causes of conflict and instability, to help the affected areas and territories, taking the road to
peace. This can be achieved by various approaches, such as prevention of conflict through mediation, brokering
and implementing peace agreements, reintegrating persons involved in conflict into society, increasing the
involvement of civil society, addressing weak rule of law, or ensuring transitional justice and accountability.
Flexibility is key as each crisis requires an appropriate response dictated by its context. Rapid response actions

can, therefore, take many forms depending on what is needed in each specific situation.

Responding to Global and Trans regional Threats

Current war in Ukraine, energy crisis, financial crisis, war crimes, human rights, is affecting territories.
At the same time, the struggles for control over critical infrastructure and technology, the threats to the safety
and security of people and infrastructure linked to chemical, biological, radiological, and nuclear substances,
and materials, are becoming more prominent. These global and transregional threats increase the risk of
instability and violent conflict and undermine recovery and development efforts, the rule of law, and peace.
They are placing new demands on the EU external policies. These actions require a detailed planning and
consultation process. They are developed in close cooperation and coordination with the European External

Action Service, other European Commission services, the EU Member States and relevant Member States'
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organizations, partner countries and, where appropriate, with other donors. They complement EU engagement
at bilateral and regional levels and are framed and guided by EU foreign policy objectives set out in the EU

Global Strategy and other policy documents and legislation on security related issues.?

3. International Community response on Ukraine war

The United Nations supports Member States through a range of international peace and security
activities, grounded in the principles of the Charter and the mandates of the General Assembly and the Security
Council. Despite increasing global tensions and more complex conflicts, UN missions continue efforts to secure
political solutions and sustainable peace.’

The situation for civilians in Ukraine remains dire.

As of 18 October 2022, the Office of the High Commissioner for Human Rights has recorded 15,956
civilian casualties: 6,322 killed and 9,634 injured since 24 February 2022. At least 397 children have been
killed in the war since 24 February. In a recent and concerning development, the Russian Federation launched a
series of attacks against cities and towns across the country. In addition to immediate loss of life, the United
Nations is gravely concerned about the destruction of critical energy infrastructure, such as power plants.
According to the Ukrainian government, 30 per cent of energy facilities have been hit since 10 October 2022.
Combined with soaring gas and coal prices, the deprivation caused by these attacks threatens to expose millions
of civilians to extreme hardship and even life-endangering conditions this winter. Under international
humanitarian law, attacks targeting civilians and civilian infrastructure are prohibited. So are attacks against
military objectives that may be expected to cause harm to civilians that would be excessive in relation to the
concrete and direct military advantage anticipated. The United Nations continues to support all efforts towards
accountability. It is essential that the OHCHR be given complete and unimpeded access to all areas of Ukraine
to continue its crucial work. The document states that there are reasonable grounds to conclude that war crimes
and violations of human rights and international humanitarian law have been committed in Ukraine since 24
February 2022. The Commission stated that Russian troops were responsible for many of the violations
identified. The Commission also stated that Ukrainian armed forces have committed international humanitarian
law violations in some cases, including two incidents that qualify as war crimes. According to the Commission,
relentless use of explosive weapons with wide-area effects in populated areas has killed and injured scores of
civilians and devastated entire neighborhoods. Additionally, the Commission documented patterns of summary
executions, unlawful confinement, torture, ill-treatment, rape and other sexual violence committed in areas
occupied by Russian armed forces. The impact of these violations on the people in Ukraine is immense - and so
is the need for accountability. In this regard, the Commission called for a sound coordination of the multiple
national and international accountability initiatives in Ukraine. Accountability remains crucial as new

allegations of atrocities have emerged in areas that have recently returned to Ukrainian Government control.

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Building on the constructive spirit of the prisoner exchanges is one of the priorities in accordance with
international humanitarian law. The global impact of the war in Ukraine is substantial and growing. The UN
has detailed its impact on food security, energy, and finance. The Black Sea Grain Initiative has helped to bring
down food prices and stabilize and subsequently lower global food prices and move grain from one of the
world’s breadbaskets to those in need. As of 19 October 2022, the total tonnage of grain and other foodstuffs
exported through the initiative had reached almost 8 million metric tons. To maintain food security worldwide,
it is critical that the initiative be extended beyond November 2022. It is equally critical that there be unimpeded
access to Russian food and fertilizers. The United Nations will spare no effort to achieve greater food security
for all populations. The current situation seems it is on a path of further escalation, which can only cause more
suffering to the people of Ukraine, Russia, and the rest of the world. This trajectory must be reversed. Any
suggestion of the possible use of nuclear or other nonconventional weapons only serves to further heighten
tensions and could lead to a dangerous spiral. Any further damage to the Zaporizhzhia Nuclear Power Plant
whether intentional or by accident could have catastrophic consequences. Any military activity against, from or
near the site must cease immediately. The General Assembly has been clear. Last week, it stated that the
referendums held in regions of Ukraine that are or have been under the temporary military control of the
Russian Federation and the subsequent attempted illegal annexations of these regions have “no validity under
international law and do not form the basis for any alteration of the status of these regions of Ukraine.” The
Russian Federation announced the introduction of martial law in the regions of Ukraine under its temporary
military control and that it has attempted to illegally annex. This decision, combined with the announced
evacuation in Kherson amid intensified fighting on the ground, raises serious concerns. The General Assembly
also expressed strong support for the de-escalation of the current situation and a peaceful resolution of the
conflict through political dialogue, negotiation, mediation, and other peaceful means, with respect for the
sovereignty and territorial integrity of Ukraine within its internationally recognized borders and in accordance
with the principles of the Charter. Indeed, an end to the war founded on international law and the Charter is the

surest way to ensure that the tremendous suffering of civilians in Ukraine will cease.”

4. EU and the War in Ukraine-support

As the war in Ukraine passes its six-month mark, the return of conflict to the European continent
continues to shock. The bravery of Ukrainians, and the unity of their partners, has been the defining features of
the war’s first phase. Rather than collapsing, Ukraine and its supporters have shown an inspiring determination
and solidarity in the face of aggression. Unfortunately, the war shows little prospect of ending. The violence
may subside at times, but the absence of any sort of resolution will mean that it could reignite at any moment.

Ukrainians, and their supporters in Europe and elsewhere, must embark on a long war.

An overview

- This plan would comprise military assistance to Ukraine in the form of a ‘security compact’; security
assurances that respond to scenarios of Russian escalation; economic support, giving Ukraine access to
the EU’s single market; and help to secure Ukraine’s energy supply.

- Besides its practical impact, this plan will signal Europeans’ commitment to assisting Ukraine, showing
Kyiv, Moscow, and the wider global community that the EU is in it for the long haul. The long-war
plan will also provide clarity to anxious publics in member states.

- Together, these proposals would protect Ukraine’s sovereignty and territorial integrity and help create
the long-term conditions for a resolution to the war, when a more constructive attitude emerges in the

Kremlin.

A comprehensive ‘long-war plan’ for Ukraine should contain four essential element that Europeans
commit for supporting:

Military security — The EU and its member states would provide long-term military assistance to
Ukraine through a new security compact agreed by the EU and Ukraine. This would involve sending weapons
and equipment to the Ukrainian armed forces and security services and offering training and technical
assistance in areas such as cyber. Foreign military assistance has become the lifeline of the Ukrainian war
effort. In the long war, it will be vital to strengthen Ukraine’s military capabilities and prevent any further
escalation of the war once Russia has rested and refitted its forces. Ukraine’s partners, and particularly the EU
and its member states, should assist Ukraine in achieving these goals. These efforts can proceed independently
of any effort to promote NATO or EU candidacy for Ukraine. They are necessary to ensure that European
militaries can effectively continue, over the course of a long war, to provide the sort of assistance they have
been giving to Ukraine in recent months.

Security assurances — The EU’s member states would supplement the military assistance provided
through the security compact with a comprehensive set of security assurances. These would set out the type of
increased support they would give to Ukraine in the event of various conceivable Russian escalations. The
security assurances should: include a headline commitment by guarantors like article 42.7 of the EU’s Lisbon
Treaty; that is, to provide “aid and assistance by all means in their power, in accordance with article 51 of the
UN Charter”.

Economic security — The EU would continue to provide financial assistance to stabilize the Ukrainian
economy and begin the long reconstruction process. But, to provide a long-term vision of integration with
Europe, the EU would also offer Ukraine a “partnership for enlargement”. This would open access to the
European market, potentially allows Ukraine to receive cohesion funds, and help it prepare for EU membership
over the long term. In a long war, it will not be possible to wait for a peace settlement before taking measures to
secure Ukraine’s future economic development. To sustain its capacity to fight that long war, Ukraine will
require international assistance to finance the war effort, to maintain macroeconomic stability, and, even before
the war ends, to begin the reconstruction needed following the more intense phases of the war. The European

Investment Bank (EIB) has already pledged €1.59 billion in immediate reconstruction assistance for Ukraine.
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Even more urgently, the European Commission pledged emergency loans of up to €10.2 billion in macro-
financial assistance. By early August 2022 it had disbursed €2.2 billion of this sum. The EU will need to
continue to provide this backup assistance to sustain the functioning of the Ukrainian economy during the long
war.

Energy security — Finally, the EU and its member states would build on Ukraine’s membership of the
EU energy union to help the country more tightly integrate its energy infrastructure with that of the EU and
meet its international climate obligations. To ease the societal impact of the energy transition, the EU would
also provide a “Just Transition Fund to Ukraine” modeled on the EU cohesion policy’s internal Just Transition

Fund.

Energy security

Alongside the military, security, and economic aspects of Europe’s comprehensive long-war plan,
Ukrainian success in the long war will depend on safeguarding its energy system. Indeed, a secure energy
system will strengthen activity in support of the other aspects, enabling effective military action, minimizing
security threats to Ukraine, and supporting economic development.®

Political, financial, and humanitarian assistance

The EU has offered strong political, financial, and humanitarian assistance to Ukraine and imposed
hard-hitting sanctions against Russia. The Russian military aggression against Ukraine has led to large scale
movements of people, disruption of international trade and energy as well as of food supply chains. The EU has
offered strong political, financial, and humanitarian assistance to Ukraine and imposed hard-hitting sanctions
against Russia and those complicit in the war. EU adopts its latest package of sanctions against Russia over the
illegal annexation of Ukraine's Donetsk, Luhansk, Zaporizhzhia and Kherson regions. Considering Russia’s
escalating war of aggression against Ukraine and the illegal annexation of Ukraine's Donetsk, Luhansk,
Zaporizhzhia and Kherson regions, the Council decided today to impose a new package of economic and
individual sanctions against Russia. European Union adopts its latest package of sanctions against Russia over
the illegal annexation of Ukraine's Donetsk, Luhansk, Zaporizhzhia and Kherson regions. The agreed package
includes a series of biting measures intended to reinforce pressure on the Russian government and economy,

Background

On 21 September 2022, despite numerous calls by the international community on Russia to
immediately stop its military aggression against Ukraine, the Russian Federation decided to further escalate its
aggression against Ukraine by supporting the organization of illegal “referenda” in the parts of Donetsk,
Kherson, Luhansk, and Zaporizhzhia regions that are currently occupied by Russia. The Russian Federation

also further escalated its aggression against Ukraine by announcing a mobilization in the Russian Federation

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and by again threatening to use weapons of mass destruction. These illegal “referenda” were strongly
condemned on 22 September 2022 by a declaration of the HR on behalf of the EU.

- On 28 September 2022, the HRVP issued a declaration on behalf of the EU once more condemning in
the strongest possible terms the illegal sham “referenda” and confirming that the EU would never
recognize them and their falsified outcome. The EU urged all UN members to do the same. The HRVP
also indicated that all those involved in organizing these illegal sham “referenda” as well as those
responsible for other violations of international law in Ukraine would be held accountable and that
additional restrictive measures against Russia would be brought forward in this regard. The HRVP
recalled that the Union remains unwavering in its support for Ukraine's independence, sovereignty, and
territorial integrity within its internationally recognized borders, and demands that Russia immediately,
completely and unconditionally withdraw all of its troops and military equipment from the entire
territory of Ukraine. The HRVP further declared that the Union and its Member States will continue to
support Ukraine’s efforts to this end, as long as necessary.

- On 30 September 2022, the members of the European Council adopted a statement in which they
firmly rejected and unequivocally condemned the illegal annexation by Russia of Ukraine's Donetsk,

Luhansk, Zaporizhzhia and Kherson regions.

They also state that, by willfully undermining the rules-based international order and blatantly violating
the fundamental rights of Ukraine to independence, sovereignty and territorial integrity, core principles as
enshrined in the UN Charter and international law, Russia is putting global security at risk. They called on all
states and international organizations to unequivocally reject that illegal annexation and recalled that Ukraine is
exercising its legitimate right to defend itself against the Russian aggression to regain full control of its territory
and has the right to liberate occupied territories within its internationally recognized borders.® The High
Representative of the Union for Foreign Affairs and Security Policy, Joseph Borrell stated — These new
sanctions package against Russia is proof of our determination to stop Putin’s war machine and respond to his
latest escalation with fake “referenda” and illegal annexation of Ukrainian territories. We are further hitting
Russia’s war economy, limiting Russia‘s import/export capacities and are on the fast-track to liberate
ourselves from Russian energy dependence. We are also targeting those responsible for the illegal annexation

of Ukrainian territories. The EU will stand by Ukraine for as long as it takes.’

5. Priorities for the Western Balkans

The European Commission adopted its 2021 Enlargement Package, providing a detailed assessment of
the state of play and the progress made by the Western Balkans on their respective paths towards the European
Union, with a particular focus on implementing fundamental reforms, as well as clear guidance on the reform

priorities ahead.

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Montenegro and Serbia have accepted the application of the revised methodology. The first political
intergovernmental conferences with Montenegro and Serbia were held in June 2021, and provided political
steer to their accession process.

For Montenegro, according to the Commission's assessment an overall balance is currently ensured
between progress under the rule of law chapters and progress in the accession negotiations across chapters. The
priority for further overall progress in negotiations remains the fulfilment of the rule of law interim benchmarks
set under chapters 23 and 24. To reach this milestone, the authorities need to demonstrate in practice their
commitment to Montenegro's EU reform agenda. Montenegro needs to further intensify its efforts to address
the outstanding issues, including in the critical areas of freedom of expression and media freedom and fight
against corruption and organized crime, without reversing earlier achievements in the judicial reform.

For Serbia, according to the Commission's assessment an overall balance is currently ensured between
progress under the rule of law chapters and normalization of relations with Kosovo, on the one hand, and
progress in the accession negotiations across chapters, on the other. Serbia needs to continue and to accelerate
and deepen reforms on the independence of the judiciary, the fight against corruption, media freedom, the
domestic handling of war crimes and the fight against organized crime. In particular, the Serbian authorities
should finalize the constitutional reform process in the judiciary by the end of this year. Serbia's progress on the
rule of law and the normalization of relations with Kosovo is essential and will determine the overall pace of
the accession negotiations. Serbia also needs to improve its alignment with EU foreign and security policy. A
recent increase is a positive initiative step in this respect. The Commission welcomes that Serbia has fulfilled
the benchmarks to open clusters 3 and 4. The Commission supports Serbia's ambition to open as soon as
possible new accession clusters, based on continuing reform progress.

Albania and North Macedonia continue to fulfill the conditions to open accession negotiations and both
countries advanced steadily on the EU reform path. The delays in the official launch of accession negotiations
with Albania and North Macedonia are having a negative impact on the credibility of the EU. Pending bilateral
issues between Bulgaria and North Macedonia need to be resolved as a matter of priority. It is crucial that EU
Member States conclude the discussions on the Negotiating Frameworks without further delay and that the first
intergovernmental conferences with both countries are held as soon as possible and before the end of this year.

In Bosnia and Herzegovina, the strategic goal of EU integration has not been turned into concrete
action. The political environment remained polarized, as political leaders continued to engage in divisive
rhetoric and unconstructive political disputes, which have hindered overall progress on the 14 key priorities.
The blockage of the State institutions and the calls to roll back reforms are of deep concern and can only be
overcome by political dialogue. A marked decrease in Bosnia and Herzegovina's rate of alignment with EU
foreign and security policy is a negative signal. Still, some significant steps have been taken, including the
holding of municipal elections in Mostar after 12 years. BiH needs to address the 14 key priorities, including
electoral and constitutional reforms, and will have to deliver on a critical mass of reforms before the

Commission can recommend granting candidate status to the country.
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In Kosovo, the early parliamentary elections in February 2021 resulted in the formation of a new
government that enjoys a clear parliamentary majority. Full and effective implementation of the reform action
plan over the coming period will be essential. The Commission stands by its assessment of July 2018 that
Kosovo has fulfilled all visa liberalization benchmarks, but the proposal is still pending in the Council and
should be treated as a matter of urgency.

A comprehensive legally binding normalization agreement with Serbia is urgent and crucial so that
Kosovo and Serbia can advance on their respective EU paths. Belgrade and Pristina need to engage
constructively in the Dialogue process, facilitated by HRVP Borrell and EUSR Lajcak. All six Western Balkans
partners have committed to establishing a Common Regional Market, building on EU rules and standards, and
should focus on overcoming the difficulties encountered in order to bring the opportunities of this initiative to
the citizens and businesses of the region and to maximize the benefits of the investments under the Economic

and Investment Plan.®

6. Western Balkans expectations

The Western Balkans continues to confront serious challenges to peace and security, stability,
democracy, and economic development. The Russian invasion of Ukraine risks further polarization in this still
unstable region, but it is also a clarifying moment in the sense that leaders in the region will find it far more
difficult to play the Russian card when Russia has become a global pariah. This could make life more difficult
for the region’s anti-democratic figures that saw in Putin’s Russia a buttress to underwrite their blend of ultra-
nationalism and authoritarianism employed for the purposes of state capture. Putin’s regime has now revealed
its true colors. It is accordingly essential that the transatlantic community of nations continues to shine a light
along the path leading toward regional stability, reconciliation, democracy, and economic integration.

- One thing that has united the entire region is the desire for membership of the European Union. The EU
has a leading role to play in consolidating the region’s democracies and demonstrating how democratic
development is in the broad interest of these societies. Efforts to foster integration, and to advance the
region’s progress toward Euro-Atlantic integration should be intensified and the war in Ukraine and
Ukraine’s push for an accelerated accession to the EU could change the dynamics. This will demand
renewed efforts to resolve some of the region’s outstanding disputes, and the EU can provide a degree
of reassurance by making the benefits of integration tangible while advancing the notion that this will
require compromise among all concerned.

- Greater international support is needed to help the Western Balkans diversify their energy mix and
proceed with energy transition. There are serious concerns that parts of the region could confront
daunting energy shortages or serious price spikes this winter, and concentrated efforts are needed to
reduce the risk of this transpiring. There are also concerns about high food prices, particularly for the
more vulnerable sectors of a society which spends a significant share of income on food. Foreign

assistance will likely be needed here as well.

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- Although the Western Balkans have suffered from the breakdown of critical international supply chains
and have had to deal with resulting price rises, over the long run they could benefit from a process of
near-shoring as European firms reassess the risk of relying so heavily on over-extended lines of trade.
But the region’s governments will have to convince market players of their reliability and capacity for
good governance. Those conditions are not yet there but there are emerging incentives to create those
conditions as the structure of the international trading order shifts.

- At the same time, the two-tiered system of democratic standards should be eliminated. Some of the
region’s least democratic leaders have operated with a degree of impunity. Their transgressions have
included opening the door for Russia’s malign influence in the region. That door must now be firmly
shut, and Western policy needs to be unambiguous on this matter. Those who play the Russian card
should not expect forbearance and concessions from institutions and governments dedicated to building
stability and democracy in the region (Joseph, 2021).

- During the conflict with Ukraine, Russia has seemed intent on weaponizing the flow of refugees and its
criminal destruction of civil infrastructure in Ukraine seems designed to do just this. Although it is the
front-line states that have borne the brunt of this influx and made enormous sacrifices to care for these
innocent victims of Russia’s vicious war, the Western Balkans have also been exposed to rising
numbers of Ukrainian refugees (Mikovic, 2022).

- The Western Balkans could be very seriously taxed and will need additional support to weather this
very difficult storm should it come to pass.

- NATO should consider enhancing its military presence in the Western Balkans to deter aggression and
violence at a moment of extreme international tension. A strong signal needs to be sent that the region’s
stability remains a vital interest of the transatlantic community and the region itself and that Russia and
its proxies will not be allowed to destabilize this important part of Europe.

This issue will have to be carefully considered, but there are other ways to achieve stability in the

region in the meantime, including enhancing NATO’s presence there.

The EU can also make a strong contribution to anchor this region more firmly in the European security
community and it must include the region in efforts to shield the region from energy insecurity arising out of

this crisis. °

Conclusion

The Western Balkans continues to confront serious challenges to peace and security, stability,
democracy, and economic development.

Greater international support is needed to help the Western Balkans diversify their energy mix and
proceed with energy transition. There are serious concerns that parts of the region could confront daunting
energy shortages or serious price spikes this winter, and concentrated efforts are needed to reduce the risk of

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THE INDO-PAKISTANI WAR OF 1971: INDIA’S VICTORY, PAKISTAN’S
SURRENDER, AND THE CREATION OF AN INDEPENDENT BANGLADESH

Abstract

The conflict between India and Pakistan in 1971 arose out of conflicting interests. And as a result, their
relationships became extremely strained. The conflict between these two diametrically opposed sides lasted an
incredible two weeks (13 days), so practically this conflict between them is one of the shortest in the history of
conflicts. During the conflict actions, foreign reactions also appeared, that is, even foreign forces, which at that
time had a key influence on the international scene, got involved. Namely, on one side of the conflict, the
Soviet Union stood in defense of India's forces and interests. While, on the other hand, on the opposite side of
the conflict, the United States stood in defense of Pakistan's forces and interests. Such foreign involvement led
in one way to the balancing of forces between the conflicting sides and directing the conflict in one and only
direction, which is its resolution. Practically in this way, these world superpowers used the opportunity to
measure their strength not only at the global, but also at the regional level. The end of the conflict between
India and Pakistan culminated in the signing of the so-called document “Pakistani Instrument of Surrender” or
better known to the public and only as “Instrument of Surrender” in the city of Dacca on 16th December 1971.
During the signing of the document, Lieutenant General Jagit Singh Aurora (representing the Indian side) and
Lieutenant General Amir Abdullah Khan Niazi (representing the Pakistani side) appeared as signatories. Such a
document achieved several key goals for resolving the bloody and most violent conflict in the region. First of
all, it marked an absolute victory for India. Secondly, it meant surrender, that is, capitulation for West Pakistan.
And thirdly, it meant a unilateral cessation of conflict actions. While, fourthly, this document contributed to the
creation of East Pakistan as a new and independent nation (re)named as Bangladesh. To this day, from the day
this document was signed, India celebrates it as a victory over Pakistan. And while, on the other hand,
Bangladesh celebrates it as a national holiday that marks its independence as a separate, sovereign and
independent state.

Conclusion

From what has been presented so far in this paper, the following conclusion can be drawn. Namely, the
conflict between India and Pakistan officially began on December 3 and lasted an incredible two weeks.
Although it was one of the shortest conflicts in the history of conflicts, it was also one of the bloodiest.
Specifically for the 1971 conflict, India and Pakistan developed deeply conflictual relations due to India's
interference in the internal affairs of the then East and West Pakistan. The motives for the emergence and
bloody escalation of the conflict were due to several significant things. First, E. Pakistan (now Bangladesh)
declared independence and established a government in exile. Second, W. Pakistan due to the civil unrest and
the declaration of independence, decided to carry out a military intervention. But this intervention escalated
with the implementation of the Operation Searchlight, which actually consisted of the execution of a series of
war crimes. With this move W. Pakistan knowingly engaged in systematic violations of international human
rights. On the other hand, India, fearing the possibility of these exiles remaining on its territory, and not
wanting to turn a blind eye to the genocide that began to be carried out on a large scale in E. Pakistan, decided
to consciously and deliberately interfere in the internal conflict between the countries by implementing on
“Operation Jackpot”. Relations between India and West Pakistan have soured considerably as India has already
publicly aimed for the partition of East and West Pakistan.

During the two-week conflict, foreign forces joined each side. In this way, the conflict went from a

regional to a global level. Namely, the Soviet Union stood on the side of India and Bangladesh. While, on the
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other hand, the USA stood on the side of W. Pakistan, along with some countries of the Arab world, Sri Lanka,

and even China, but exclusively at the diplomatic level. The end of the conflict resulted in the signing of the

Pakistani Instrument of Surrender. In the same India and Bangladesh declare an absolute victory. Pakistan's

humiliating capitulation as the event took place under the watchful eye of the international public. And

Bangladesh appears in the document as a witness to such a ceremonial event. At the same time, this represented

a new beginning and the final territorial independence and sovereignty of the new state.

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COMPARATIVE OVERVIEW OF THE SERVICES OF THE INTELLIGENCE-
SECURITY COMMUNITY OF THE UNITED STATES OF AMERICA

Abstract

The intelligence-security community of the United States of America is one of the most complex
communities in the world. This intelligence-security community is comprised of a large number of services,
some of which deal exclusively with intelligence activity, some with counter-intelligence activity, while some
use a combination of the abovementioned activities. These services have different powers and competences,
that is, scope of action. Usually, from the numerous cases from practice, it can be noted that they apply
(conventional) intelligence, but also (unconventional) non-intelligence methods in their work. Depending on
the nature of the work and the object/subject that is the subject of (counter) intelligence interest, some use
exclusively one or more intelligence disciplines. Some of them function completely autonomously, some semi-
autonomously, and others as subordinates within existing institutions. For their overall operation, some answer
directly to the president of the country, the senate and/or the director of the service, i.e. the institution, and
among other things, before specialized control and supervisory bodies, which in turn have the obligation to
monitor these services. Apart from the internal plan, these services realize bilateral and multilateral cooperation
with native and non-native services from abroad. In particular, in this paper, the subject of a comparative
review will be some of the most important services of the intelligence-security community of the United States
of America, applying the following methods: the comparative method, the analytical-synthetic method, the
inductive-deductive method, the historical method, etc.

Conclusion

From what has been presented so far in this paper, the following conclusion can be drawn. Namely, the
US intelligence-security community is comprised of a large number of services that are categorized according
to several criteria. Such criteria refer to the type of services, their powers and competences, intelligence goals
and interests, the types of intelligence disciplines they apply, etc. In general, the initial goal of the American
intelligence and counterintelligence services is actually timely detecting and informing the remaining services
of a security and non-security nature about all kinds of challenges, risks and threats that are (in)directly aimed
at the security of the citizens and the country. In other words, taking specific measures and activities to detect
the capabilities and intentions of the adversaries (foreign states and services, terrorist and organized criminal
groups, etc.). Additional aspect is their mutual cooperation which they achieve at the bilateral and multilateral
level. When collecting data and information with intelligence potential, mainly, most of these services resort to
HUMINT, while others exclusively resort to the remaining intelligence disciplines (OSINT, IMINT, SIGINT,
MASINT, HAKINT, RADINT, SAINT, etc.). However, basically both services prefer a multidisciplinary
intelligence approach by using a combination of several of these intelligence disciplines to check (confirm) the
reliability of the received intelligence data and information. Some of these services apply intelligence, others
counter-intelligence, and still others both types of activities under special circumstances, such as, for example,
a presidential decree or according to the provisions of the laws that provide for this and by which these services
are legally regulated. After the terrorist attacks on September 11, 2001 and soon after the adoption of the Patriot
Act, new services were formed, which, together with the existing ones, expanded their powers and
competencies to a greater extent in order to better respond to terrorism, organized crime and other challenges,

risks and threats.

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FORENSIC PHOTOGRAPHY

Abstract

Crime is usually defined as a social phenomenon, studied with methods and research techniques which
are suitable for its understanding and analysis. Crime is not a simple set of individually committed acts, but a
whole that has specific features of each case and is actually a social phenomenon. The scientific research of
crime takes place through the following stages: determining the subject and purpose of the research,
determining the starting assumptions, gathering facts, scientific interpretation, determining the legality of its
occurrence in given living conditions and checking the results of the research in practice. In these methods, the
following are particularly important: observation, examination, measurement, experiment, statistical methods of
recording, triangulation, data collection and processing, as well as comparison with other methods. The forensic
technique is part of criminology that deals with the improvement and application of exact scientific and
technical methods for the purposes of registration and identification of persons and objects and with finding,
fixing and interpreting material traces in order to prevent crime, discovering the perpetrators and investigating
crimes and criminal events. The methods used by forensic criminology are adapted to other natural and
technical sciences as they are studied and perfected by codifying them for its own needs. These include:
forensic photography, dactyloscopy, odorology, sonography, DNA, etc.

Photography as evidentiary material belongs to photo documentation in criminal proceedings. Different
areas use different forms of photography, so technical photography differs from reproduction (graphic),
reportage (news) from documentary, etc. In forensic photography, there must be appropriate principles and
norms that must be correct in order for the evidence to be credible. Photography is used in all segments of
forensic-technical work.

Conclusion

Conclusion

The purpose of this article was to provide a realistic, demystified view of artificial intelligence and the
law. As it stands, Al is neither magic nor intelligent in the human-cognitive sense of the word. Instead, today's
Al technology is capable of producing intelligent results without intelligence by exploiting patterns, rules, and
heuristic proxies that allow it to make useful decisions in specific, narrow contexts. However, current Al
technology has its limitations. Namely, it is not very good at dealing with abstractions, understanding meaning,

transferring knowledge from one activity to another, and dealing with completely unstructured or open-ended

tasks. Instead, most tasks where Al has proven successful (eg, chess, credit card fraud, tumor detection) involve
highly structured areas where there are clear right or wrong answers and strong underlying patterns that can be
algorithmically discovered. Knowing the strengths and limits of current Al technology is critical to
understanding Al in the law. It helps us to have a realistic understanding of where Al is likely to impact the

practice and administration of law and, just as importantly, where the likelihood is not as high.

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THE DEVELOPMENT OF MACEDONIAN ETHNO-FASHION IN TODAY'S
DIGITAL ERA - NEW CHALLENGES AND DIGITAL FASHION FORMATS

Abstract

The aim of this scientific paper is to analyze the aspects of Macedonian folklore, folk costumes and
textile ornamentation, which as inspiration are a great challenge for the Macedonian fashion designer in his
process of creating a contemporary fashion ethno-collection. This paper analyzes the creative potential of the
Macedonian fashion designer who cultivates his characteristic fashion ethno-identity through the concept of
creating a contemporary redesigned design product It is developed through the use of digitization of textiles
using certain specialized computer programs that offer a great opportunity for creating ethno-design of textiles.
Computer programs offer a visual digital space allowing the fashion designer a quick drawing and complete
creative transformation.

In the further stage of realization of the textile, the fashion designer can also apply the various types of
modern digital printing - two-dimensional or three-dimensional textile printing, which is very current today.
The digital process of designing textiles and the many digital tools allow today's Macedonian fashion designer
an increased creative space both in the process of creating the initial sketching of the drawing and the
realization of the model in the form of a concrete textile prototype.

The subject of study in this paper in the final phase are the aesthetic-structural peculiarities of the
Macedonian folk costumes with a special emphasis on the textile decorative ornaments, which as an inspiration
are a great challenge for the Macedonian fashion designers, redesigning them and inserting them into the
process of creating a modern ethno-fashion collection. . In the part of the practical implementation of this kind
of research, the process is shown, that is, the author's attempt to create a digital ethno-collection, with the
application of digital stylization, a digital visual component, inspired by Macedonian folklore motifs.

Building functional or working prototypes is indispensable and should be considered as a necessary
phase during the New Product Introduction (NPI) process. In fact, they are often seen as an "insurance policy"

before resorting to expensive mass production.

Conclusion

Indian philosophy emphasizes that through self-purification, mental discipline and spiritual deepening,
everyone can reach inner harmony. Hindu ethics is based on the realization that everyone has the opportunity to
distance themselves from low passions and negative temptations and find the spiritual forces of their own
personality by patient, calm and reasonable action. This is achieved by moral improvement and avoiding

negative situations and actions (anger, envy, hatred, viciousness, murder, theft, lying...) Therefore, correct
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behaviour and the performance of duty are imposed as ethical tasks and prescribed principles, which each a
spiritually aware individual should follow and establish in life. Hindus believe that by rejecting negativity, the
desire for moksha (ultimate liberation), for the establishment of infinite unity with Brahman, will reside in the
human soul. This can be achieved by practicing non-violence - ahimsa (non-injury by thought, word or deed),
by self-knowledge and by self-purification of the desire for wealth, power and fame.

By practicing positive values we clear our karma, harmonize the body and heal the soul. If we focus on
the ego, low passions, the need for power and dominance over others, then we will neither achieve inner peace,
nor will we manage to save ourselves from the bad karmic consequences resulting from our bad actions.

Hinduism emphasizes that we all pay a price for the things we do wrong, and Christianity points out
that everyone will answer before God's judgment: "for the things they spread, what they think, and what they
practice.” Both religions agree on one thing: the good deeds done will not go unrequited. Therefore, "do good
and, in the end, all will be well™!
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
